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COMMUNITY COLLECTIVES

Some communities are keen to engage in the concept
of Community Collectives. Some regions saw
Community Collectives as a method of developing a
regional/national infrastructure for the Sector
eventually being the ‘feeders’ into a national
leadership group i.e. the Taskforce.

SECTOR-GOVERNMENT RELATIONSHIP
AGREEMENT

Time was allocated in the regional forums to alert attendees to the upcoming consultation for the
Sector-Government Relationship Agreement. A ‘think piece’ was included in the forum packs for
people to consider the contents of the Agreement and who should be the signatories. The 1major
points of interest raised at the forums were submitted to the Kia Tutahi Steering Group for
consideration when developing the draft Agreement to consult on.

RESEARCH CENTRE

The regional forums provided an opportunity to lift the profile of the Tangata Whenua,
Community & Voluntary Sector Research Centre. Attendees were encouraged to visit the website
(www.communityresearch.org.nz) and take advantage of the tools and information hosted there.
For most attendees this was the first occasion they had heard about the Research Centre and its
existence.

COMMUNITY CONNECTEDNESS

It is evident that the ethos and the work of the Taskforce is not widely known. Some organisations
that we have had long term relationships with have become disconnected with the work
particularly those of the bigger centres i.e. Auckland Central and West Wellington Central,
Christchurch and Waikato. This may be because they are developing their communities in a way
that best suits them.

Those communities who encountered the ethos and work of the Taskforce for the first time are
very excited with its development and are keen to engage i.e. Tauranga and Rotorua.

Yet again, there are some stalwart communities who have been ‘waiting’ for the Taskforce
kaupapa to recommence so they can take advantage of the leadership and assistance. Those
communities are Hawkes Bay, Gisborne, Invercargill and Mangere. The Taskforce is keen to work
with all communities but realises that different communities require different approaches.
